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Mark Gromko’s President’s Notes:

I have a friend whose camera club shares photos, offers mentoring, 

and provides a wide variety of programs. The club’s purpose is to 

help their members improve their own photography and appreciate 

the work of others. But the club does not hold competitions. 

One of the members, with whom I correspond, does not understand 

my interest in competition. He commented recently that he believes 

one can judge a photo on its technical merits but not on its artistic 

value. His idea is that technical aspects of photography (e.g., focus, 

exposure, color rendition) are more nearly objective; one can say as 

a matter of fact whether or not the subject of a photo is in focus or if 

highlights are blown out. By contrast, the viewer’s response to a photo’s artistic qualities (e.g., origi-

nality, imagination, interpretation, impact, mood, or humor) is more a matter of personal experience 

and taste. 

To some extent I agree with him. Notice that many of our N4C judges’ comments are about specific 

technical details such as sharpness and exposure, whereas comments about artistic value might be 

summarized more generally, such as “not of interest to most viewers.” But this distinction is not clear 

cut. A judge could say, for instance, that the shadows in 

a photo are very heavy and could be “opened up,” over-

looking the photographer’s intent not to call attention to 

detail in a darker background area. Artistic intent should 

influence how you understand and judge the use of tech-

nique. 

To me, having an appreciation for the interdependence 

of technique and artistic intent is not only important to 

how one goes about judging or appreciating the work of 

others, it is vital to the process of making photos in the 

first place, of being able to use technical skills to fulfill 

one’s artistic intent.    Mark
